2) Before sowing seed should be treated with thirum or captan @ 3-4 gm 
per 1 kg seed. 

3) The certified varieties of Groundnut like. GG-11, GG-12, GG-13, GG-20 

etc. should be selected for sowing. 

4) Seed rate should be  80-100 kg/ha 

5) Apply basal dose of fertilizer @ 12.5 kg N/ha and 25kg P2O5 

6) Interculturing and hand weeding should be carried out in pre monsoon 

sown crop. 

Cotton Sowing 1) If irrigation facility is available, sowing of cotton should be carried out. 

2) Spacing recommended in cotton is 120X160 or 90X30 cm. Fertilizer 

should be applied  

        in the cotton is 15-20 t/ha FYM and 160 kg/ha N in three split dose.  

General  1) Procure fertilizers, seeds and pesticides well in time. 

2) Sowing operation should be carried out when sufficient amount of 

rainfall is received. 

Mango Fruiting 

stage 

1) Harvest the mango at proper time. 

2) Remove the field heat in cool water after harvest the mango then packing.
