Nursery should be covered by net at the height of 6.5 feet for

protection against sunlight. Seed should be sown in nursery after

treatment with thiram 2.0 — 2.5 gram/kg of seed.

e To prevent soil borne disease drenching of nursery bed should
be done with Mencozeb 75 % WP @ 2.5 gm/ litre of water after
15 DAS.

e Carry out transplanting of mature seedling of Chili, Brinjal,
Cabbage and cauliflower.

6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20 kg green fodder to the animals. For milch
animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters of milk
yield. Feed animals with a mixture of green grass + hay + minerals + dry feed. Ensure
regarding vaccination of animals for different diseases in rainy season. Spray phenyl in
the animal shed to avoid fly’s and mosquitoes. Udder of milking animals must be properly




clean with zinc oxide or boric powder. Also give deworming tablet to younger animals.
For control of ticks and mites spray Deltamethrin or Amitral 2 ml/liter of water.
Keep fodder in safe place to avoid spoilage due to rainfall.
